Solar System Project
Part 1: Choosing and researching your part of the Solar System (50 points).

Choosing- You will pick for bucket to find out what you will be researching.  It is your responsibility to use the time in the computer lab to find as much information about your part of the Solar System as you can.

Researching- You must write all the research you find in your lab journal. You need to have answers for each of the questions below.  Don’t forget to write the website you use to find each piece of information!











Questions to be answered:
1. Objects relative position to the Sun

2. Classification- what is it?  (Is it any inner planet or outer planet? Is it a dwarf planet? Is it a rock? Etc)

3. Does your object have any moons? 

4. What are some interesting features of your object? (Size, atmosphere, temperature, land features, etc)

5. What is your object made of?

6. How does gravity affect your object?  Does your object have any gravity?

7. Challenges for traveling and staying on the planet and ways to overcome these challenges.

· How are you going to get there? 

· What do you need to pack?

· What might you run into on the planet?

Part 2: Design an Ad (30 points)

You will use WORD to create and advertisement for your object.  You must include the following to get full points:

· 6 facts from your above research

· Things to do on your planet (like rock climbing Olympus Mons on Mars, or sunbathing on Mercury). You will be using facts from above to help with this!
· Travel Info- How do you get there? What do you need to pack?

· Contact Information

· Must have 2 colors and at least 1 picture of your object.

Part 3: Presentation (20 points)

You must present your object to the class and try to convince us to visit there. Think of this as a commercial for your object…give us facts and interesting things but make it brief.
